Application Process:
The Airport Land Use Commission reviews applications for compliance with the criteria and policies set forth in the applicable Comprehensive Land Use Plan. For a copy of the Comprehensive Land Use Plan, please visit the following website http://www.sanbenitocog.org/clup.html.
After submittal of an application, Airport Land Use Commission staff determines whether the application materials are complete. If the application is complete, staff considers it formally filed and begins the review. If the application is incomplete, Airport Land Use Commission staff notifies the applicant, specifying what additional information is required. When the applicant has supplied all the necessary information, staff considers the application filed and begins the review.

The Airport Land Use Commission may find a project either 1) consistent with the Comprehensive Land Use Plan or 2) inconsistent with the Comprehensive Land Use Plan.  The Airport Land Use Commission can provide recommendations for changes that would enhance the project’s compatibility with the Comprehensive Land Use Plan or the Airport Land Use Commission can state under which conditions the project would be consistent.  
The Airport Land Use Commission must take action on a request for a consistency determination within 45 days of the referral.  If the determination is not made within 45 days, the project is considered consistent with the Comprehensive Land Use Plan.
